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THE HORNET

For the past 189 vears the name HORNET has been synonomous with “ fighting ship ™' —the
most valued title that can be bestowed on a vessel by men of the U.S. Navy,

That name has been borne with pride and distinction by eight ships, beginning with the War
of Independence and continuing through the alternate periods of strife and peace that marked the
infancy, adolescency, and carly maturity of the stillvoung giant known as the United States of
America.

The present HORNET (CVA-12) includes among her illustrious ancestry, a pair of tengun
sloops, a brigrigged sloop of war, a fivegun schooner, an ironsside-wheel steamer, and a coverted
yacht. Her most immediate ancestor was the aireraft carrier HORNET (CV-8) of ecarly World
War 11 fame.

Despite the obvious differences in type, size, and firepower, the eight HORNETS are bound
together by much more than the more accident of sharing a common name. Each in her own
way has added a sparkling chapter to the annals of Naval History, and six of the eight
HORNETS have added a flaming footnote to that chapter.

HORNET NUMBER ONE, a tengun sloop originally attached 10 Cemmodore Hopkin's
Delaware Squadron, earned her battle spurs against British men-o-war during the Revolutionary
War. As an éscort for merchantmen, her mission was to fight offl enemy warships preying on
ships supplying the beleagured Calonies. She was fnally destroyed in the Delaware River on
November 15, 1777 when faced with imminent capture by superior British forces.

HORNET NUMBER TWO, also a ten-gun sloop, distinguished herself as part of Commodore
Rodger's squadron in the Mediterranean during the Tripolitian War. Her combat career, under
Lieutenant Samuel Evans, included the bombardment of the Turkish stronghold in Derne, Tripoli
on April 25, 1805. This action forced the surrender of the Turks and led to the eventual signing
of a peace treaty. A vear later the gallant ship was sold out of service at Charleston, South
Carolina.

HORNET NUMBER THREE, a brig-rigged sloop of war, earned her niche in history as a
blockade runner during the War of 1812, Her pinnacle of glory was attained when, under the
command of James Lawrence, she defeated the British brig-of-war PEACOCK. [t was Lawrence
who later bequeathed the U.S. Navy one of its proudest traditions. Lying mortally wounded on
the deck of the illfated CHESAPEAKE, he uttered the historic words, * Don't give up the ship.”

HORNET NUMBER FOUR, an iron-sidewheel steamer, was a prizeof-war captured off
North Carolina on October 28, 18G4, and placed in service under the command of acting Master
Joseph Avant on June 17, 1965. Four months later the ship was in Havana, Cuba, accepting
the surrender of the Confederate ship, STONEWALL. She was later laid up in the Navy Yard

at League Island, Pennsylvania, and eventually sold.







HORNET NUMBER FIVE, a converted vacht purchased and outfitted by the Navy, received
ler baptsm of fire in the Spanish American War, Serving as a troop support unit with Admiral
Samson’s Fleet in and around Havana, she wreaked havoe among enemy ships in Manzanillo
Harbor.

HORNET NUMBER SEVEN, the first aircraft carrier 1o bear the name, earned immortality
during the early years of World War II. Her brief but brilliant combat career contributed
significantly to eventual victory for the United States in the War of the Pacific. It was from
her decks that Jimmy Doolittle’s B-25's winged away for their epic raid on the Japanese homeland
on April 18, 1942, And it was from her decks that telling strikes were launched against Japanese
carrier task forces and island bastions during the months that followed. Her gallantry and
fighting spirit were finally quenched in the waters of the Pacific following the Battle of Santa
Cruz Islands. Mortally stricken after ten hours of repeated antacks by enemy bombers, she was
ordered sunk and slid beneath the waves on October 26, 1942,

HORNET NUMBER EIGHT, present possessor of that proud name, also played a vital rale
in the victory of the Pacific. Launched on August 30, 1943, a scant ten months after the
sinking of her namesake, her combat history is a chronology of important naval actions during
the later part of the war. Palau, Marianas, Philippine Sea, Leyte Gulf, Okinawa, Tokyo . . . these
were some of the names etched on battle reports which led to the award of the coveted Presidential
Unit Citation in 1945,

Inactivated after World War 1l, the HORNET missed participation in the Korean conflict
while undergoing a 27-month reconversion in the Brooklyn Navy Yard. Recommissioned on
September 11, 1953, she completed a world cruise in 1954,

A tour of duty in the Far East in 1955 was followed by assignment 1o the Puget Sound

Naval Shipyard, Bremerton, Washington, in January. 1956, for a mammoth reconversion job.

She emerged from the yard seven months later equipped with a new deck-edge elevator, * hurricane ™
bow, and a canted deck which permits the simultaneous launching and recovering of aircraft,
This is the continuing story of the EIGHTH HORNET, the story of the ship, her Captain, her

crew, and their efforts to ' Fight the good fight "——to live up to her proud heritage.
