HORNET %7

History of the HORNET

In these pages, you will read the story of the latest in a line of eight fight-
ing ships that have borne the name HORNET to serve their country. She is
an aircraft carrier, designed, equipped and manned to maintain control of the
seas. She, and her forebearers have proven many times that they stand ready

to defend our country, and our allies, against any agressor that would pose a
challange.

The HORNET is 889 feet long, displaces 43,000 tons and stands over 190
feet tall. Her “sting” consists of her aircraft: the S2F, designed to detect sub- .
marines from the air; the HSS, a versital helicopter that can hover over the
submarine once detected, and track it with its dipping sonar; and the far-seeing
AD5-W with her scanning radar to detect a submarine on the surface.

History shows us that previous HORNET's were equally willing to serve their
country. HORNET's number one and two were ten-gun sloops. Number one
saw duly in the Deleware Capes in 1777. She was destroyed by her own crew
to keep her from falling into enemy hands. Number two saw action during the
Tripolitan War with Commodore Rodger's Squadron. She was sold out of
service in 1806.

The third HORNET was a brig-rigged sloop of war. She fought in the War
of 1812 under the command of James Lawrence, who gave the Navy the famous
motto, *“ Don’t give up the Ship.” She was lost off Tampico, Mexico in 1829,
and is supposed to have floundered in a heavy gale.

HORNET #6

Hornet number four was a five-
gun schooner used as a dispatch
vessel between 1813 and 1820. She
was sold out of service in 1820.

The fifth HORNET, and the
first steam-propelled namesake, was
an iron side wheel steamer. She
saw action during the Civil War
and later was ordered to duly in
the Cuban waters. She was laid up
in Pennsylvania, and sold in 1869.

HORNET number six, a con-
verted yacht, was a dispatch vessel
in the Spanish American War.
After a distinguished record, she
was sold out of service in 1910.

HORNET number seven, and our most immediate namesake, was the
carrier from which General Doodittle launched his famous early raid on
Tokyo duringWorld War II. Although she had a brief life, the HORNET
proved invaluable in the confused early days of the War, providing some
sort of balance in the Pacific. She participated in the battles of Midway,
Guadalcanal, and was finally sunk by her own crvew during the battle of
the Santa Cruz Islands to keep her from falling into enemy hands.

Ten months later, on August 30, 1943, the present HORNET was
launched, and upon arriving in the Pacific Theatre, began immediatly to
uphold the tradition set by her forebearers. Operating with Task Force
58, the HORNET participated in raids on Palau, Yap, Truk, the capture
and occupation of Saipan, and the battle of the Philippine Sea. After
several more campaigns, including the Leyte operation, the battle of Surigao
Strait, Northern Luzon and Formosa attacks, she served as a troop trans-
port from 1945 to June 1946 during operation “ Magic Carpet.”

The HORNET was mothballed, and remained out of commission until

1953, when she was recomissioned CVA-12 at Bro-
oklyn Navy Yard. Apter a short stay with the
Atlantic Fleet, the HORNET began an around-the-
world cruise, arriving in the Pacific in 1955. In
late '55, the HORNET underwent a modernization
at the Puget Sound Naval Shipyard. It was here
that she received the angled flight deck and hurri-
cane bow.

After three more WESTPAC cruises as a
CVA, the HORNET began a new life as an anti-
submarine carrier in 1958. She immediatly set
out to prove herself in her new field by copping the
Battle Efficiency “ E” in her first year of competi-
tion. From then until the present, the HORNET
has proved again and again that she sets the pace
in the Anti-Submarine field by consistently dominat-
ing the field. She has proven herself worthy of
her proud heritage. She is a proud ship.

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Captain Ernest E. Christensen graduated from the Naval Academy with
the class of 1934. He was ordered to the U.S.S. IDAHO, where he served
in the Gunnery, Engineering and Communications Departments. In 1936-37,
CAPT Christensen underwent flight training, from which he was ordered to
the U.S.S. SARATOGA and the U.S.S. NEVADA. Next, he attended Post
Graduate School at Annapolis, after which he served in the Bureau of
Ordnance. In Jute 1943, he was transferred to the Naval Aircraft Modi-
fication Unit in Philadelphia as Assistant Chief Engineer. Captain Christen-
sen assumed command of the U.S.S. REHOBOTH in 1944, from which he
reported as Commanding Officer and Director of Special Weapons Detail at
NAS Traverse City, Michigan. He next took command and was Director of
the Special Weapons Test Unit at NAS Mojave, Calif. After a tour of
duty at the Point Magu missile range, Captain Christensen became Execu-
tive Officer of the U.S.S. PINE ISLAND in 1947. From there, he became
Operations Officer of the US.S. NORTON SOUND until July 1949. Prior to
attending the Naval War College, he was stationed at the Bureau of
Ordnance as Aviation Planning Officer for one year and as the Branch
Head, Aviation Ordance Research Branch for one year. His next assign-
ment was as Operations Officer on the staff of COM FLEET AIR, QUON-
SET, from where he was assigned to the staff of Commander-in-Chisf,
Naval Forces, Eastern Atlantic and Mediterranean. Subsequently, he has
served as the Head of the Aviation Department of Naval Proving Grourd,
Dahlgren, Va., and as Systems Director, Aviation Ordnance Research at the
Bureau of Ordnance.

CAPTAIN ERNEST E. CHRISTENSEN
Commanding Officer
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CAPTAIN David C. Richardson graduated from the Naval Academy in June
1936. After serving 2 years on the battleship TENNESSEE and a year on
the destroyer DOWNES, Captain Richardson commenced flight training at
Pensacola, Florida and received his wings in April 1940. CAPT Richardson
served as a carrier based fighter pilot with Fighter Squadron FIVE aboard
the YORKTOWN, RANGER, WASP, and SARATOGA. He participated in the
South Pacific campaigns in 1942, and was credited with 4 kills. After
spending 18 months in the Operational Training Command, he served as the
Commanding Officer of Fighter Squadron ONE. From this assignment he
became Carrier Type Training Officer on the staff of Commander Naval
Air Force, Pacific Fleet. At the end of the war, Captain Richardson was
transferred to the Royal Navy Staff College, London, England, then to the
Naval War College, in Newport, R.I., and in October 1948 ne became Com-
mander, Carrier Air Group THIRTEEN. In October 1949, Captain Richardson
was ordered to the Joint Strategic Plans Group of the Joint Staff, and in
April 1952, he joined the BADOING STRAIT as Executive Officer. The
BADOING STRAIT participated in the Korean Campaign urder Commander
Carrier Divison NINETEEN. In 1953, Captain Richardson reported to the
staff of Commander Naval Air Force, Pacific Fleet as Assistant Plans
Officer. From there he was transferred to the Office of the Chief of Naval
Operations where he was attached to the Air Weapons Systems Analysis
Stafy in Op05. In the summer of 1957, he was transferred to the staff
of Commander Naval Striking and Support Forces, Southern Europe, located
in Naples, Italy, and was assigned duties as Assistant Chief of Staff for
Plans, Operations and Intelligence. Upon completion of this assignment
CAPTAIN DAVID C. RICHARDSON he was ordered to the CIMARRON as Commanding Officer and made
Assumed Command 2 Nov. 1960 WESTPAC deployment aboard that ship, returning to CONUS in July o
this year.




Commander William R. Hazlett, the HORNET's Executive Office
graduated from Pennsylvania State University with the class of 1940.
In 1941, he entered the Navy and underwent flight training at
Pensacola, earning his wings in 1942. During the war, Commander
Hazlett served with Patrol Squadron 14 in Hawaii, before being
transferred to Patrol Squadron 12, the original “Black Cat" Squa-
dron which distinguished itself in the early days of the war on
Guadalcanal. The remainder of World War Il found him flying
with various bombing squadrons in the Pacific Theatre. After the
war, Commander Hazlett was assigned as a flight instructor at
Pensacola before attending General Line School at Newport, R. 1.
In 1949, the Commander joined Air Transport Squadron 8 at
Hickam Field. While serving there, he took part in the_Korean
Air Lift. Commander Hazlett next reported to the Naval Air Test
Center, Patuxent River, Maryland, first as a student, and then as
a test pilot. His next duty, as Executive Officer of Composite
Squadron 1, took him on a Mediterranean deployment with the
Sixth Fleet aboard the U.S.S. LAKE CHAMPLAIN. In 1957, Com-
mander Hazlett took command of Heavy Attack Squadron 1 aboard
the U.S5.5. SARATOGA. Late 1958 found him back at Patuxent
River, this time as the head of the Aircraft Systems Evaluation
Branch of the Electronics Test Division. While there, he took
part in“the evaluations of several of the Navy's newest aircraft,
such as the March 2, A3) attack airplane.

After graduation from the Academy in
1932, he was assigned lo the U.3.S. PENNSYLVANIA. RADM Stuart received his wings in April of 1936 at Pensacola, and
reported to Bombing Squadron Two aboard the U.S.S. LEXINGTON. Later, he was assigned as Naval Aviator aboard the
U.S.S. NEVADA.

PHILIPPINE SEA, VS-37 was awarded the All Navy Avia-
tion Safety Award for their superb safety record. After
returning to the States again, V5-37 underwent a rigerous
14 month training period before deploying again in 1959
aboard the 1155, YORKTOWN. The highlights of this
cruise were "Operation Sea Demon™ a SEATO exercise
in April 1959, and the mercy mission to the burned out
town of Amani-O-Shima in the Ryukyu Chain. They re-
turned to Los Alamitos in May 1959,

After another rigorous training period, the squadron
embarked aboard the HORNET for this past cruise.

On March 7, 1952, 27 pilots from HU-1 at NAAS
Ream Field formed the nucleus of Helicopter Anti-
Submarine Squadron Two. The first ASW helicopter
squardron on the West Coast, H5-2 set put on an in-
tensive training mission designed to bring them up
to peak efficiency in time for their first all squadron
deployment aboard the U.S.S. PHILIPPINE SEA in 1956,

HS-2 made their second regular deployment in 1958-
59 aboard the LSS YORKTOWN. Since that time,
they have been assigned to the HORNET in prepera-
tion for this deployment.

HS-2 was born because the rapid continuous growth
of the Western World's potential enemy submarine
forces poses a real problem of defense, Specialization
is required in Naval Warfare as it is in all fields,
military of civilian, in our modern complex age. QOut
of this specialization in warfare stems the mission of
HS.2: to conduct prompt and sustained air anti-sub-
marine warfare operations including the detection,
tracking and destroying of enemy submarines, singly
or in conjunction with other air, surface or submarine
forces.

The potential threat from submarine warfare is
ever increasing as the enemies ability to launch var-
ious types of weapons and missiles is developed. The
Navy is charged with maintaining command of the
seas against this threast in support of our National
Security. This task is primarily that of ASW forces,
HS-2 is but a small part of the complex combination
of machines and methods that are employed by the
Navy in the role of anti-submarine warfare : however,
the part it plays is most important.

The mission of VAW.13 is to provide car-
rier airborne early warning and electronic
countermeasures to the Pacific Fleet as direct-
ed by the Commander Seventh Fleet.

The Squadron was commissioned on board
the Naval Air Station, Agana, Guam on Sep-
tember 1, 1959, with an initial complement of
three officers and 30 enlisted men under the
command of LCDR H.N. Krizamer.

Just one month after commissioning, VAW-
13 detachment “Alfa’ was ordered by Com-
Seventh Fleet to the USS KERSARGE as the
first anti-submarine warfare detachment to
deploy on board a CVS in the Pacific Fleet.

During VAW-13 deployments pilots and con-
trollers have racked up outstanding records
while flying as much as 1,400 hours within a
six-month period.

VAW.13's safety record to date has been
outstanding. At the completion of the third
quarter fiscal year 1960 the squadron earned
a safety award from Commander Naval Forces
Pacific.

In achieving this award, VAW-13 has flown
over 5000 accident-free hours. This flight
time includes operations from the aircraft car-
riers MIDWAY and KEARSARGE, RANGER,
BON HOMME RICHARD, ORISKANY, TI-
CONDEROGA, HANCOCK and HORNET.
